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Names speak for themselves.

This lamp is called KORAZONE.

This project is called EMOTIC

They are called Korazone and Emotic because they are born from the encounter of biological and technological. 

They are called Korazone and Emotic because they express a human and lively idea of design.

Emotic has been conceived by Studio Canali with the idea of using everyday objects in a new manner. 
New objects designed to modify themselves along with our biological rhythms.

Domestic objects that can listen to us and react, responding to our emotional states.

Imagine a space lit up by our vital functions, where it is possible to stop and listen to our thoughts. Give emotions the possibility to become visible and tactile sceneries that can be physically crossed.

Emotic has its source in a research project where design transforms technology not only to improve the functionality of our environment but also to create a new possibility of feeling. To find once more that “feeling action” that places us in the centre of our world.

Awareness of dwelling as being, as being in a space lit by our presence, our breath, our emotions.

KORAZONE – designed by Mario Canali and Paola Pinto –

is the first project born from this philosophy. It is the first device for bio-lighting, a domestic lighting system that can pulse along with our heart beat.

Korazone is a table lamp equipped with an external sensor (emotional deck) that can survey the heart beat and communicate with the lamp trough radio waves. When the finger is placed on the sensor, the lamp reacts by emitting light and sound pulsations which match harmonically the heart beat. For sound diffusion the device is equipped with a sound system and volume control. 

The lamp offers three different light variants. It contains a source for low power consumption (22W) that creates a diffused atmosphere. The bio-lighting pulsations generated by a halogen light (20W) are activated by the heart beats. The narrow columns, lit by led lights, create a soft glow.

The support is made of polychrome wood with vinyl leather inserts. Semi-globe, sphere, cylinder and columns are made of plexiglas.

Korazone was designed using primary shapes that are universally recognizable. It is considered as a biological structure and consequently thought as an endless variation of a series. Being a design item created with the method of an artistic object, each prototype is unique.

Paola Pinto, designer and  stylist, works at the Arcnout project trying to link the highly technological features of interaction design with the idea of wellbeing, balance, dialog with oneself and with the environment.
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
